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The musical theatre minor is designed to give students an
understanding of the function of the various elements of
musical theatre production. Demanding, rigorous training is
offered, with a focus on performance.  Students will learn
the fundamentals of voice, music and dance techniques, as
well as the history of the musical.  From training to class
projects and production opportunities—students acquire the
technical skills necessary to pursue a career in musical
theatre. Each year the department, in collaboration with the
School of Music and Dance, produces a large scale musical
at the 525 seat Hammer Theatre Center.
