Oral Examinations are scheduled for May 18, in the Health Building, Room 407. As most Project Advisors know, the students are eligible for orals if the project manuscript is finished enough so that the student can clearly explain the methodology and findings. The details of what students need to do will be in their letter and more information is provided both in the course description of NURS 297, and the Graduate Newsletter. The NURS 297 syllabus has the signature sheet and it has been sent to the students and it is available at my Faculty Web page also available at http://stage.sjsu.edu/faculty_and_staff/course_detail.jsp?id=382 Please note your time and date for Orals at the end of this letter. 

For the Power Point presentations, on May 18   in HB 407 students need to:
1. E-mail their Power Point File to Mr. Nooli kartikrao.nooli@sjsu.edu by 5/10/11.
2. Limit their slides to 15 since they will have only 15 minutes for their presentation.   3. Label their file, with their  name and  NURS 297 Orals.

4. Bring their slides printed out on paper in case there is a problem with the projector.

Authorship, the decision regarding the inclusion of the Second Advisor as the third author should have been made when the First and Second Advisors started working together. Based on the NURS 297 course description there is an expectation that the Second Advisor is listed as the third author when the manuscript is submitted to the journal of choice. I would like to remind faculty that most journals are specifically requiring validation that all authors contributed “significantly” to the work.  If that is not the case or your team works differently then the Second Advisor should be acknowledged in the “Author’s Note” on the manuscript. Students need to be reminded to acknowledge their Advisors during their presentations during Orals, as well as in future presentations after graduation.  This is an example of one part of the SJSU Academic Integrity Policy.
Both Advisors should be present for the student’s presentation. During the question time, the First Advisor needs to pose the first question for the student so you need to be prepared to ask one or two substantive questions of your student regarding the project. The Second Advisor needs to pose the second question then it is open to the audience for questions. There is a limit of 5 minutes for all questions.
