You should have the following on the day of Orals:

1) Bring approximately 25 copies of your abstract, with the title and your name and advisors

3) 2 copies of your abstract and your manuscript

4) Verification of submission of completed manuscript to a scholarly journal. This is either receipt from the Post Office, FedEx receipt, or online receipt.

For Power Point presentations, there will be a computer available in HB 407. A template for your Power Point is attached. You need to e-mail your Power Point File to Mr. Nooli at  kartikrao.nooli@sjsu.edu by May 10th . Please label the file “orals” and your last name.
