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In	this	section	of	Philosophy	110	we	will	focus	on	two	topics:		

• In	the	first	half	of	the	semester,	we	will	look	at	the	tensions	between	Christianity	and	Science	in	
17th	century	Italy,	19th	century	England,	and	20th	century	United	States.	

• In	the	second	half,	we	will	examine	ways	in	which	technology	is	and	is	not	applied	successfully	to	
combat	poverty	and	inequity.	

• There	will	be	several	online	readings	and	videos	(no	physical	text	required)	
• You	will	demonstrate	your	understanding	of	the	materials	through	essay	exams	and	a	short
