What is
Computer Ethics?

This is an upper-division GE course in
philosophy that explores the use of
computers through the lenses of ethical
theories and society. We will cover basic
concepts of philosophical argumentation and
reasoning, both formal and informal, and their
relationship to using computer technologies.

What do we do? Throughout the course we will discuss ethical
theories as they relate to current affairs in
computer technologies. As such, this course
is an example of applied ethics, with the aim
of demonstrating (by active participation and
doing) the practical value of philosophical
reasoning and reflection.
