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Why Batman never kills those dangerous murderers whom he fights
against? How did Dr. Harleen Quinzel’s character change to a

villainous character, and how did she later improve her character?
Finally, why was Iron Man so concerned about the consequences

of the Avengers’ actions to the extent that he quarreled with Captain
America?
